INDIA'S FUELDEMAND soared
almost 11% in August when
compared with the same
month last year,but was lower
than the previous month as
the monsoon slowed mobility
and consumption.

THE UNION HEALTH ministry
haslaunched avaccine tracker
to track breakthrough Covid-
19 infections afterimmunisa-
tion and the efficacy of the
jabs.

Balram Bhargava, director
general, Indian Council of
Medical Research (ICMR), said
on Thursday that this data has
been derived after combining
three databases: CoWin, Covid-
19 India portal and Covid-19
testing portal to offer weekly
vaccine effectiveness data.
Monitoringwill be done on the
basis of mobile numbers. This
data will be available online
afteraweek.

The first analysis after syn-
ergising the three databases
looked at death, and there was
near-total protection aftertwo
doses, Bhargava said. Data
showed vaccine effectiveness
in preventing mortality after
thefirstdosewasat 96.6% and
at 97.5% after the second
dose, and it also significantly
reduced hospitalisation. The
databetween Apriland August
2021 showed protection

againstdeathinallage groups.

AsonThursday, the country
hasvaccinated 58% of the eli-
gible population with the first
doseand 18% with the second

dose. Total vaccinations
crossed 72 crore on Thursday,
with 54.68 crore having
received their first dose and
18.92 crore the second.
